In romance scams, criminals usually use a fake profile
or identity to gain a victim’s affection and trust. They
then use this to manipulate and steal from the victim.

Be careful what you post online. Scammers can
steal your information to impersonate you or use
those details to understand and target you.

e |[f someone you don’t know contacts you, you can
research the person’s photo using Google reverse
image search. If the image is associated with
another name or the details are not matching, it is
likely a scam.

e |f the individual seems too perfect or too good to
be true, be cautious!

e Beware if the individual tries to isolate you from
friends and family.

e Be careful about sending inappropriate photos or
financial information that could later be used to
extort you.

e |[f the individual promises to meet in person but
always has an excuse why they can’t make it, you
should be suspicious!

e Never send money to anyone you have only
communicated with online or by phone. Scammers
have been known to fake emergency situations or
crises to take advantage of your kindness.

e With the rise of Al technology, some scammers
are now even able to change their voice during

phone calls or their appearance in a video chat.
